coatlngThere is a $25 fee for sandblasting if you're using one that
been in use for a while. The fee for powder cgatasonly $65 and
this included a clear coat finish with88 sheen clear coat that would
help in easy clearp which was my main objective. '

now only requires spraying a soapy solutam & spray bottle and then

If you obsess like | do, the possibilities of customizing
your wing just went up a notch with powder coating ideas. | got the plant

So here you have
an alternative to spending a lot of money on chrome in helping to keep the
rear of our bikeslean.l hope this helps give you some ideas as I'm a lot
happier now that clearp time is faster and easier and who knows, | might
decide to powder coat other parts of my wing in the future.
