Move ahead nearly three full safe riding seasons on our car tires, including trips to Billings,

Montana, Greenville, South Carolina and Tulsa, Oklahoma for Wing Dings, acc ompanied on all of

with nearly 24,000 miles of failure -free, cupping -free, noise-free, safe and comfortable riding over
two complete riding seasons, and was only replaced so that | could change to a run flat design. The
tire that we are currently using is a run flat Goodyear which was installed at the first of

this riding season and which has provided us with 5,986 carefree and safe miles as of July 20, and
the ti re still visually appears new. For those of you who know anything about the curvy,
mountainous roads on which we ride every time we leave our driveway, you are aware that a

great deal of our riding is not on straight, smooth roads, but is in the twisties, = where the car tire
performs flawlessly. This is not to say that the car tires we have used have not performed well out
on the super slab because they have definitely provided a smooth, safe and worry -free ride (two
up and towing a loaded trailer) over sev eral thousand miles at interstate highway speeds,

including a 1,500 mile Iron Butt, Bun Burner ride.

As with the pros and cons voiced about many other motorcycle options (windshields, highway

boards, seats, lighting, suspension), there are indeed pros and cons which are voiced regarding

the use of a tire designed primarily for four wheel vehicle use, although that design in itself says

nothing against its ability to safely be alternately used on a motorcycle.
